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Aims
It is our aim to encourage the progression and development of each child’s handwriting throughout the school into a fluent, legible and individual style that can be adapted for a range of purposes and will support their spelling and composition.  

Here at Brookfield Junior Academy, we are very proud of our pupil’s handwriting and take particular care in our cursive/joined-up handwriting style and ensure that our handwriting progression covers all the requirements of the 2014 National Curriculum. 
Handwriting is a basic skill that influences the quality of work throughout the curriculum. At the end of Key Stage 1 all pupils should have the ability to produce fluent, legible and, eventually, speedy joined-up handwriting. 

Fully joined cursive handwriting encourages: 
· Natural movement 
· Correct letter formation  
· Less load on memory, aiding movement from left to right  
· Clearer spacing  
· Increased speed 
· The development of a personal style 






Expectations and objectives
Handwriting objectives are taken from National Curriculum English Programme of Study (see Appendix 1) and form part of the class teachers’ and children’s continuous work. Handwriting is taught in explicit, regular sessions focussing on letter formation, consistent size and shape of letters, as well as accurate joining. The teaching of handwriting follows the expectations set out in the Programmes of Study and includes handwriting practise from our foundation 2 classes. Learning is differentiated based on the needs of the child and grouped support for those children who need extra guidance. 

Handwriting should always be modelled during any input on the interactive white board on a line guide to encourage correct letter formation. See below for the example. When modelling handwriting should be taught following the long term plan and using the handwriting prompts to promote the children memory of the letter formation (appendix 2)Top broken line

Handwriting and letter formation is taught daily during the phonics sessions in foundation stage. In Key stage 1 handwriting should be taught daily for 15 minutes. Teaching assistants are to be placed with children needing more support for guidance to develop early letter formation. The handwriting long term plan should be followed at all times (see appendix 1).
Teachers identify all left-handed pupils in their class. Left-handers should always sit on the right of a right-handed child to avoid collision.

For those children in Key stage 2 who have not yet achieved the expected standard for handwriting intervention times will be used to develop correct letter formation. 

Foundation stage
Handwriting is an important part of our foundation curriculum and the development of gross and fine motor skills. To enhance these skills further we also encourage:
· Movements to enhance gross motor skills such as air-writing, pattern making, dancing. 
· Exercises to develop fine motor skills such as making marks on paper, whiteboards, blackboards, sand trays, iPads and tablets. 
· Letter learning to familiarise letter shapes, formation and vocabulary. 
· Finger Gym: A station in classrooms where fun challenges are set out to develop various fine motor skills such as eye hand coordination, or pincer grip. 
· Fine Motor Skills groups: This aims to provide children with lower motor skills chances to learn and develop in this area, leading to better balance, coordination and mark making. 
· Handwriting sessions: These are done with the adults in the classroom to support and develop children’s letter formation and handwriting skills. 
Key stage 1
Year 1 
Pupils should be taught to:  
· sit correctly at a table, holding a pencil comfortably and correctly  
· begin to form lower-case letters in the correct direction, starting and finishing in the right place  
· form capital letters  
· form digits 0-9  
· understand which letters belong to which handwriting ‘families’ (i.e. letters that are formed in similar ways) and to practise these. 
Notes and guidance (non-statutory) 
Handwriting requires frequent and discrete, direct teaching. Pupils should be able to form letters correctly and confidently. The size of the writing implement (pencil, pen) should not be too large for a young pupil’s hand. Whatever is being used should allow the pupil to hold it easily and correctly so that bad habits are avoided. Left-handed pupils should receive specific teaching to meet their needs. 

Year 2 
Pupils should be taught to:  
· form lower-case letters of the correct size relative to one another 
· start using some of the diagonal and horizontal strokes needed to join letters and understand which letters, when adjacent to one another, are best left un-joined e.g. x 
· write capital letters of the correct size and orientation in relationship to one another, and to lower case letters  
· Write digits of the correct size and orientation in relationship to one another and use spacing between words that reflects the size of the letters. 



Notes and guidance (non-statutory) 
Pupils should revise and practise correct letter formation frequently. They should be taught to write with a joined style as soon as they can form letters securely with the correct orientation.

THE TRIPOD PENCIL GRIP 
[image: ]Both right and left handed children should be encouraged to use the tripod grip which allows the pen/pencil to be held securely whilst allowing controlled movements of the pen/pencil nib. Teachers should pay particular attention to pencil grip and sitting position.

1) Grip the pencil with your index finger and thumb with the nib pointing away.  

2) With your free hand, spin the pencil from underneath. 3

3) Use your middle finger to support the underside of the pencil.
