We now have playground/sports leaders in year 6 who run and lead activities at lunch times to all of our children. Each playground used at dinner time has their own specific box of equipment with an audit label. This is to ensure all equipment is put back into the box at the end of the play time.




Outdoor provision in EYFS has been noted as an area to build on. Therefore, some of our SP funds have been used for equipment in the outdoor area, for children to develop their skills when in provision outside (phase 1 phonics and assessments).




After working closely with the SENDCO AG and EYFS lead LC, all members of staff have received a login for communication in print and have full access to the resources. CPD in a staff meeting has been delivered by EYFS lead/PE lead to show how to use this tool for children in their classes. Whether this may be on individual timetables or now and next boards.

	All children have access to a healthy breakfast at the start of the school day. Children seem to be more focused during the whole school day as a result of having a healthy breakfast at school with their friends.


Ensure that all our children in the class we take swimming, can all swim to a standard that will ensure that they are safe around open water and if possible, pass the NC standard. Children also access the local swimming pool for own swimming sessions either for lessons or family sessions.




All children at BJA now have a PE kit, from FS1 to Year 6, that they wear in their PE lesson. All children are dressed the same in the ACET PE kit, black and gold rugby top or plain white/yellow and black shorts, demonstrating high expectations expected in PE and role models for each other.



Children are leading an active play time gaining more minutes of being physically active a day. Less behaviour issues due to children being engaged in games by role models in year 6 and dinner staff.






Children are exploring new ways to play in the outdoor provision, whilst at the same time are learning and developing new skills.







A lot of our children mixed across the school from FS1 to Year 6 have positively responded to communication in print. The use of their now and next cards have shown to keep a routine and gave clear understanding of their instructions of what the staff expect now and next.

To continue to offer an extended swimming provision for our children at Brookfield, due to children not accessing swimming outside of school.
