	Playtimes are now structured and children are now able to pick from different activities, with or without equipment. Classes at lunchtime are also on a rota throughout the week for the MUGA where a tournament is played e.g. basketball. Our playground leaders are on duty at lunch time leading games for other children, they are excellent role models. Opportunities available for children with SEND.



RUFC package has given our children a wide range of opportunities creating cross curricular links. After school clubs, reading and maths interventions with year 6, assemblies, RSHE/PD trips, player visits, summer fayre stalls (penalty shoot outs/blow up cage football), match day tickets, half time cup Y6 and RSHE themed events. Children are local to RUFC therefore we have a lot of supporters, this has had a positive impact with our wider community/parents.






With help from our sports council, we were able to discover what areas where needed to be improved (replenishing equipment). We are now able to deliver each sport on the ACET SOW/PE curriculum with sufficient equipment ensuring the lessons are consistent and children can work on their own with equipment in some classes or in small groups, this is showing clear progress and assessment is accurate.







This has helped improve our outdoor provision for the late spring/summer terms, by more lesson time as set up is easier using less equipment for marking out pitches. Children have access to higher quality PE given more time within a lesson.
	Continue each year and sports councilors to have more input with class/house tournament ideas for each half term. 
SMSAs and playground leaders to ensure the equipment is used safely and properly to avoid yearly replenishments to the same items.






Continue to buy into this package each year to give children wider opportunities through the sport pathway. Research a way to have an SEND focus, whether this be interventions or a club.










Monitor the safe use of all equipment (playground leaders & SMSAs at lunchtimes). Continue to carry out equipment checks each half term to ensure lessons are ready for the next block. At the end of the academic year another audit will be made to see what sports specific equipment needs replenishing for the new year. Lesson/curriculum & after school club sports equipment and playtime equipment to be kept separately.






Continue with the same amount of spending and markings next year. To review SOW and sports council meetings to discuss other options e.g. rugby (late autumn/early spring).

	School data and children confident in swimming abilities. With the school being near open water such as Manvers and River Don, water safety is a key life skill for all children.

Enables all children to look smart in PE uniform and all the same consistently across the whole school.

Children can access the sensory room when needed for break out space, calming environment for the children and staff as one to ones.


	Key Indicator 1- The engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity – Chief Medical Officers guidelines recommend that primary school pupils undertake at least 30 minutes of physical activity a day in school.


	Ensure that all our children in the class we take swimming, can all swim to a standard that will ensure that they are safe around open water and if possible, pass the NC standard. Children also access the local swimming pool for own swimming sessions either for lessons or family sessions.

All children at BJA now have a PE kit, from FS1 to Year 6, that they wear in their PE lesson. All children are dressed the same in the ACET PE kit, black and gold rugby top or plain white/yellow and black shorts, demonstrating high expectations expected in PE and role models for each other.

Our sensory room is kitted out with new furniture and equipment for children to use when needed for break outs and sensory breaks.

SMSAs leading active lunch times – sports leaders role alongside 
	Whole school development, provides new and different opportunities based on real events taking place and includes cross curricular links to subjects and cultural differences. Ties in well to British Values and personal development.
Outside local community links. Provides opportunities for the whole school linked to PE and further aspects such as; healthy and active lifestyle, personal development, cultural capital, British Values, reading, writing and maths intervention work, RSHE and competition.

Sports leadership affiliation enables children in Year 6 to become role models and helps support the transition to secondary school. Demonstrates good practice to all the other children in the school.
	

Key Indicator 2- The profile of PESSPA being raised across the school as a tool for whole school improvement.


	Explored and taken part in new activities, understood certain aspects and topics more such as cultural diversity. Sense of achievement by taking part, not necessarily being the best at something but built up the resilience to keep trying.

Excellent coaches to school community, children engaged and responded well to all workshops. To further strengthen to other curriculum areas. Role models who encouraged and developed our play leaders. Children spoke about these opportunities as some of their best days at school, local football club which means a lot of supporters of RUFC at school. Ensure we consistently maintain this program in school for the new UKS2 classes next year. Create new links for different topics areas and include more KS1 opportunities.


Children in year 6 have been trained to deliver mini games and activities at play and lunch times to engage pupils in active play.
Each playground has their own box which is labelled up with content in each box. Playground leaders on duty that day responsible. SMSAs are aware who is on duty on their playground each day, supplied lanyard and timetable.
Continue with this consistently in the next academic year, sports leaders to deliver class house tournaments each lunch time during the last week of each half term.

	CPD - PE staff to attend one CPD session that they feel will enhance their teaching. Fund covers supply costs and course costs.

	All staff to be confident in delivery of PE. Consistent practice across the whole school for all children for clear progression and evidence of achievement.
	Key Indicator 3 - Increased confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport.



	ACET new schemes of work implemented this year across all classes from EYFS-Year 6. Assessment criteria in use and children now recognising the level they are at in each sport and why. Final end point is recorded on a spreadsheet to see progress throughout each academic year. This may change next year (to discuss in PE meeting summer 2 and autumn 1 next academic year 24-25). Enhancing subject knowledge to strengthen the PE curriculum with new opportunities and sports delivered in CPD format by outside agencies or sports specialists within our PE team.

CPD delivered by BH PE lead to all staff in twilight in preparation for the changes to next year’s curriculum delivery of PE. Lesson drop ins and staff meetings to discuss areas of development for whole school sport specific CPD delivered sessions.
	

	Ground maintenance/maintain and develop the school field 
	Whole school. SMSAs for lunch time activities and playground leaders to take a lead on areas for different sports tournaments.
	Key Indicator 4 - Broader experience of a range of sports and activities offered to all pupils.

	Children are making full use of the markings, whether this may be at break time, lunch time, afterschool clubs or in PE curriculum time lessons. Sports day is also making full use of the markings.
Other activities being able to take place such as holding cluster tournaments.
Explore new markings for the field and playground in a meeting with the sports council team. How can we actively engage children without equipment at break times/lunch times. Proposed plans for next year to develop the tires into a trim trail.

	New opportunities for all children (class and teams) of sports and competition. 
Our children are able to recognise the importance of all the school’s sports games values that we relate to in school in our PE lessons, such as; passion, belief, respect, honesty, team work and determination.  
The children then are able to recognise the importance of the values to display them when representing the school in intra-competitions.
Continue to make contact with local schools, cutting down on transport costs as events held at BJA and in walking distance, using mini-bus to reduce the cost where necessary. In our ACET PE meeting, ensure we create the draft calendar for the next academic year with a variety of cluster events and held at different venues each time to share out travel costs.

Swimming analysis and data 
	Rotherham United have delivered the 6 weeks program to year 5 healthy living. Children have taken part in an extra 2 hours per week for 6 weeks of physical activity and understand the theory behind it. Year 6 have received reading and writing interventions for 16 weeks to half the class, targeted children in preparation for SATs. Trips have been attended, workshops and guest speakers. Player visits and signed merchandise for the summer fayre. Match day tickets discounted and free for raffle and PE prizes at the end of the season UKS2 attended primary all-stars event half time cup, attended a Rotherham match and played on the pitch at half time. Miller Bear visit. World Book Day trip at the stadium. Euros day RUFC attend and run class tournaments, inflatables day for all children, inclusive activities for the whole school and all children at Brookfield.

Cross curricular workshops to develop each year. Football freestyler providing different opportunities for children. Breakdance in this year’s Olympics, providing children with a new experience and a new up and coming sport. Life skills for all children in KS2 and mindfulness days for EYFS/KS1.

Junior Duke program introduced this year to children in Year 3-6. Expand the program to offer to all children next academic year. New team and independence developing inside and outside of school. Life skills being taught and worked on, reflecting inside of school and outside of school.
	Continue to deliver the program and opportunities next year to all children.

Continue to book workshops and explore new topics in relation to next academic year events, sport and cross curricular/cultural.

Whole school Dukes program offered, Micro and Mini Dukes to EYFS/KS1.

Continue to participate in school’s games activities, both intra and inter to maintain the Platinum status.
