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	At Brookfield Junior Academy, the music curriculum is thoughtfully designed to cultivate a deep appreciation for music, nurture essential musical skills, and offer inclusive learning experiences for all students. The commitment to inclusive practice is evident throughout the curriculum, with a focus on providing access to a broad and balanced learning environment for every child, regardless of their individual needs. Teachers maintain high expectations for each student and employ differentiated approaches to ensure that all learners can actively engage with and benefit from the music curriculum.

The structured music curriculum at Brookfield Junior Academy features a clear progression between year groups outlined in the ACET Music Curriculum. This progressive approach enables students to build upon their musical skills and knowledge as they advance through Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2. The curriculum places a strong emphasis on developing listening skills, performing abilities, and musical creativity, aligning with national objectives to ensure that students receive a comprehensive music education.

Starting with Foundation Stage, the expressive arts and design focus on fostering creativity and musical expression in young learners. The curriculum encourages children in FS1 and FS2 to engage in singing, playing instruments, storytelling, and expressing their feelings through music. By incorporating activities that prompt children to explore sounds, rhythms, and melodies, the curriculum lays a strong foundation for their musical development.

Moving to Key Stage 1, students are introduced to various musical concepts such as composing, dynamics, notation, percussion, pitch, pulse and rhythm, singing, and tempo. The emphasis on hands-on experiences like composing and improvising allows students to actively participate in creating music and understanding its fundamental elements. The inclusion of singing and rhythm activities helps students develop their vocal and rhythmic abilities from an early stage.

In Key Stage 2, the curriculum builds upon the foundational skills acquired in Key Stage 1, further developing students' musical proficiency. Students engage in more complex activities such as composing, singing in parts, writing lyrics, and exploring dynamics, percussion, pitch, and tempo with greater depth and sophistication. The incorporation of singing in parts and writing lyrics encourages students to collaborate, think critically, and express themselves creatively through music.

Brookfield Junior Academy's music curriculum demonstrates a holistic approach to music education, catering to the diverse needs and interests of students across different key stages. By incorporating a mix of theoretical knowledge, practical skills, and performance experiences, the curriculum effectively cultivates students' musical abilities, fosters creativity, and instils a lifelong appreciation for music and the arts.

	At Brookfield, the co-curricular provision plays a vital role in enriching students' musical experiences and fostering a strong sense of community and teamwork. In addition to these performances, the school welcomes diverse cultural experiences, such as a visit from an African dance company focusing on rhythm and tempo. This exposure to different musical traditions broadens students' understanding of music and encourages them to appreciate the diversity of global musical styles.

The co-curricular provision at Brookfield goes beyond traditional music education by offering students a range of performance opportunities and cultural experiences that enhance their musical abilities, promote community engagement, and nurture a love for music and the arts. Through these activities, students develop important skills, build self-confidence, and foster lifelong connections to music and performance.

Brookfield have also had workshops and performances from the Royal Opera House which have linked to different traditional stories linking to the English curriculum and bringing literature alive.
